Mackay Area Productivity Services
(MAPS) in collaboration with

a number of cane growers in

the Munburra area have been
granted co-funding support from

the Department of Agriculture and
Fisheries to deliver an Integrated
Feral Pig Management Program as
the 2018 season winds to an end.
Traditionally, individual farms
attempting to control feral pigs have
had minimal impact on the whole
population and will typically only
succeed in moving the feral pigs
from one farm to another or back into
forest.

The objective of this project is to form
a proactive landholder group that
can focus on managing their feral pig
population through a collective and
coordinated approach using an IPM
(Integrated Pest Management) strategy.
The project will employ a contractor
who will utilise trapping, baiting and
possibly a final helicopter shoot to
reduce the large numbers of feral
pigs that are causing extensive

damage to both sugarcane crops and
the surrounding natural environment.
On top of the yield loss to sugarcane
crops, the digging and wallowing
action of feral pigs in cane land and
the natural environment causes
increased erosion.

Bare patches in cane, due to intense
pig activity, are prone to weed
invasion and the need for stepped-up
herbicide use.

The program will also utilise some
new technology in the form of remote
trapping systems fitted with high-
end video cameras, drones for farm
surveillance and a new attractant
called F2, that, when mixed with corn
or grain will hopefully lure more pigs
into the trapping and baiting areas.
The Munburra Feral Pig
Management Project is scheduled

to begin as the 2018 crush comes to
an end, with the results of the project
to be reported by MAPS Productivity
Officer Shane Hare and presented

in future reports, news articles and
shed meetings.

Majority of the damage caused by the feral pig population in the Munbura ateaisd around
headlands, drains, creek banks and gullidgs damage can be attributed é&xcess sedimennutrient,
herbicide and pesticidlmads in waterwaysnamely Alligator cree&nd Rinning creekPigscan severely
disruptnormal drainage routes on farms kijgging up paddocks, headlands and drdéasing topsoil
uprooted and disturbed.

Without the fundingthis projectand the management of feral pigs in the Munbar@awould not have
been assuccessful as it waBefore the project started the growers knew their management strategies
were not achieving the results they wanted or de€l. They werechasing pigfom one property to the
next with dogs anghooting pigs purely based on opportunifthe growers startedff with a handful of
traps across the target argdlunbura) and the funding has been instrumentattie manufactureof 6
traps and 4 tracking cameras. This has greatly increased & ¢ i@ s dfrappinglarge numbers of
pigs anchas allowed growses to really target the base of the mountaihsavily, which is where the pigs
seem to be moving to and froriihere was little communication between neighbours regardingafgig
movementbeforethe projecthowever, | think the community approacto managmentcouldhavebeen
achieved without the funding
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7. How has your project value added or complimented other regional projects / initiatives e.g. BMP
programs, Industry led projects, other Reef related programs etc.?

As stated beforgthe control of theferal pig population has a positive effect on erosion and runoff eve
which carry large loads of sediment, nutrients, herbisidad pesticides the creeks and gullies (mainly,
Alligator creek and Running creeKkjansportation of weeds is also anothissue cause by the movemen
of pigs, which is being mitigated in this project. Application of herbiagdesbe reduced when pigs are
absent and weed populations are kept under control, meaméuwger residual herbicides are used.

All of theseaspectscompliment thereef aligned projects throughout the region, including the
neighbouring sandy creek projects.

Fewer pigs also mean fewer damaged cane paddocks wieems an increase in productivity and NUE
(nitrogen use efficiency)rhisincrease in productity is beneficial not only for the grower but also the
productivity board(MAPShand Mackay Sugar.

Finally, any control of feral pig populations is beneficialisease control, especiattpncerningAfrican
Swine Fluwhich could potentially decimateuo Australian pork industry

8. Have there been any unintended benefits or outcom@mth positive and negativejrom the project?

The communicatioetween growers within the groupn the movements of pig populations and dama
caused has becomeenormal activityThis communication between neighbouring landholders is extren
important in the continuation of this group after the project ends. The growers are realising that
traditional methods of pig hunting using dogs, only moves populations from one area to another for
periods of time andloes notactually solve their problem or lower pig numbers enough. The continua
communication of neighbouring landholders allows for augrapproach to removing pig populations th
is not limited by boundaries.

The shed meetings have also allowed for MAPS advisors and the Mackay Regional Council Membg
engage with growers about the different pest control strategies and encouragéstibiapproach to their
problem. Different grower techniques have also been discussed within the meetings allowing more
experienced growers to inform the group on what has aad notworked for them in the past.

The Munbura growers hawantributed 50% of the projects operating costs, their time, some resourcg
(e.g. food for baits)labour (trapdesign anduilding) and underwent training on best practice
management pig control. The encouraged commitment and ownership of the projetiopéfully lay the
groundwork for future setmotivated IPM programs.

Word of mouth about the project haasoled to more and more growers within the region interested in
participating and wanting one on one extension. If successful similar we hopedfestowill stimulate
more proactive feral pig management groups to form across the districts.

Productivity in the area has started to improve, due to the control ofdéeastatingpig population. This
is extremely beneficial not only to the grower ang profitability, but also to the productivity board
(MAPS) and Mackay Sugard we hope this will continue timcrease longerm.
